It was only then that Rasulullah # gave the
command for the Sahabah to march. (4dhmad, Al Bidayah wan
Nihayah, Ibn Asakir in Kanzul Ummal). Alqama bin Waqqas
Laythi «# narrates that after leaving for Badr, when he reached a
place called Rowha, Rasulullah # addressed the Sahabah asking,
"What is your opinion?" Abu Bakr 4 responded by mentioning
the news that had reached them about the extensive battle
preparations that disbelievers had made. When Rasulullah #
again asked for opinions, Omar responded as Abu Bakr < had
done. When Rasulullah # again asked for opinions, Sa'd bin
Mu'adh (from the Ansar) said, "O Rasulullah #! It seems like it
is our opinion that you are asking for. I swear by the Being Who
has honored you and revealed the Qur'an to you that although I
have never traveled the road and have no knowledge about it, we
shall definitely travel with you even if you were to travel up to
Barkul Ghimad which lies in Yemen. We shall also not be like
those people who said to Musa %8, "You and your Rabb both go
ahead and fight. We shall remain sitting here.” We shall rather
say, 'You and your Rabb both go ahead and fight. We shall be
there right behmd you.' You had possibly left for a purpose after
nded_vou to do something else. Look into the

matter that Allah intends you to do amd-then do it. You may join
ties with whoever you please, severe ties with whoever you
please, initiate hostilities towards whoever you please, enter into
peace treaties with whoever you please, and take as much of our
wealth as you please.”
